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“…Among many, three major political issues of our times seem to be 

particularly apt to be dealt with through Kantian lenses: the foundation 

of human rights; the promotion of peace in an insecure and war-prone 

world; the definition of what political actors should do to reform the 

world, how they should do it and why there are grounds to believe that 

such efforts will not be vain… The three parts of Kant’s political legacy 

we focused on are strongly interrelated. A clear view of why humans are 

worthy creatures will reinforce not only our commitment to human 

rights, but also our willingness to engage in political actions leading to a 

more peaceful world… ”.
